Also, there’s the commitment required to finish some of these books, will it be worth your
time. | can say that | was very quickly drawn into the story. The plot was interesting. The main
character was likable. While | could see the end coming from a distance, it still didn’t detract from

my enjoyment. I'd definitely give this author a chance.

I’'m two thirds through this first book and have one burr in my shorts about John Black. In some
instances he makes great leaps in understanding but for the most part he moves in a clueless and
naive fashion. Spoiler example. John keeps his guard up for hours during a car ride with Petrus only
to open himself up like "a house with all the windows and doors open" in an isolated spot by a
waterfall in the woods. This even though Petrus has just all but confessed his plan is to create a
"closed system" where one person has all the power to the exclusion of everyone else.Having
raised two children and been around their numerous friends and acquaintances, | beg that 14-15
year old adolescents are really quite savvy and wary. | see John as an immature goof that runs
around like a goose in a hailstorm and periodically sticks his face in fan. This character could use a

bit more brains or at least have him learn from his errors.

From the title the book sounded kind of
pretentious and that maybe the book would be shoving it's messages in your face the whole time
you read.
