There are fun riddles/jokes throughout the book (kids love

riddles and jokes). The bright, clear illustrations match the text perfectly. The captions that identify

the kind of turtle in each photograph. The glossary that defines key words and shows a picture to

help the reader understand each term. A fill-in-the-blank paragraph at the end that helps students

use the new vocabulary.I highly recommend this book and others in the series for students who love

animals, jokes, and cool facts to share.
