The invisible teenager is
noticed and soon finds herself neck deep in magic and magical thugs of one sort or another.
Everyone has a side in an ongoing war, but will she pick a side? If so, whose side?The end of the

Well this is not a novel of the same grade as American Gods while it tries to work out a storyline
from a slightly similar concept (briefly: Gods are alive, all the myths and legends have some real
background). What is a positive differentiator here is a quite elaborated story, the author did a good
home work and successfully connected all small threads into a logical and interesting story. What |
found a bit boring was a series of long descriptions about the main character clothing problems and
general challenges in keeping her private room clean. Overall the book was easy to read even for a

non-English reader which is not always the case.
