Your first choices are to step inside the outhouse or
wait outside to see who is playing a trick on you.Although this book is well written and provides a
LOT of different options throughout the book, a few of which were amusing, | was honestly not that
impressed. For a book targeted towards 8-12 year olds | thought that many of the situations
presented were a little too old for them. Willie often makes comments about making sure he gets the
right gift for Korie or he’ll never hear the last of it. One option will take you back to 1990 to the night
of the Prom where Korie is dancing with John Luke thinking it is Willie. In other options you will head
back to 1863 or forward to 2038 and 2319. Some of the endings, in my opinion, were rather
pathetic. John Luke’s story, The Morning Fog, presented at the end of the book, directs the reader
towards God and is well done.l probably should add here that | have never watched Duck Dynasty
BUT the kids and | have read many different "option" books which were truly great adventures.
