Dungy had
taken eight of his previous ten teams to the playoffs. With this victory, he joined Mike Ditka and Tom
Flores as the only individuals to win the Super Bowl as a player and head coach. Dungy joined the
Colts in 2002 after serving as the most successful head coach in Tampa Bay Buccaneers history.

He has also held assistant coaching positions with the University of Minnesota, Pittsburgh Steelers,



Kansas City Chiefs, and Minnesota Vikings. Before becoming a coach, Dungy played three seasons
in the NFL.
