Many of the speeches found in this book are also found on the internet for free, so why buy this

one?Cornel West has a focus for this book- to show how radical King's views on love were and why

he lost popularity within the white and black communities. West selects certain speeches, gives an

introduction of place and what to look for, and then lets the speech flow without follow up comment.

What happens is the reader sees a progression of how this speech that was done 2 years earlier

has been modified to be a bit stronger than before with emphasis, with focus, and with the cry for

love. He gets more radical as time moves forward.

I love reading Dr. King's own words and find the book a powerful reminder of who Dr. King was. He

has been too long hijacked by right winged politicians and I find that even young children are not



properly taught about his legacy. They seem to think of him as someone who has done good deeds.
